3. Our team handed out about 4000 bibles, the Jesus DVD, CEF children literature and a
pamphlet about the Da Vinci code.

4. Soterio, an Albanian, was the first convert and the Lord has done a beautifull thing in his
life. He brought his 4 children o one of the puppet shows and he helped us hand out
literature.

5. Spiro and his wife and son came to the Lord on our last night in Rhodes. He had severly
hurt his spinal column in a diving accident. We prayed for him and the next morning phoned
to say that it was the first good nights rest he had since the accident.

6, Andreas a local believer came on his scooter and accompanied by one of our ladies hande
out boxes of literature. We left him with about 250 literature packets to hand out. He has
the heart of an evangelist and most times works alone.

7. Operation Gideon 2 consisted of over 200 Believers from 26 different countries. We met
with with very little oppostion.
